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to the hookah ; while, in the 1atter, he is gene-\
rally expected to wait at table, at least, on oc-
casion ; but wherever the master, of -whatever
rank, may go, thither the hookah-burdaris ex-
pected to proceed, so as to furnish the pipe in
due scason after dinner, or at any other time it
may be required. The ordinary periods for
smoking, are, after breakfast, after dinner; after
tea, and after supper: such may be deemed
recular; and, if no more than two or three
charges are used, at cach time, are by no means
considered extraordinary. 1 have already stated,
that some gentlemen smoke day and night.

In such a climate, water is, during four
months, at least, the main spring of existence,
both in the animal, and the vegetable, kingdom ;
-c’von;Sequently, its supply becomes a profession,
giving bread to thousands. The person offici-
ating in this capacity, if provided with a bullock
“for the purpose of conveying two large leather
“bags, each containing about twenty gallons, is
called a Puckau‘l‘h/, but if he carries the water
himself, in the skin of a goat prepared for that
“~purpose, he then receives the designation of
DBhcesty. The bags for a puckaully are made of
~strong hide, sewed very firmly at the front,
“which is at right angles with the bottom, wheére
the ledther doubles, and, consequently, has no
scam :“the back part is diagonal, forming a kind
of spout behind, opposite the bullock’s knee ;
